There are six sites, the tower and five others. Trails to the five sites are clearly marked with colored flagging tape. Each trail begins at the tower. 

Key:
Tower-rappel site- no flagging trail


Rock Climbing- pink flagging


Bluff-rappel site- yellow flagging


Copperhead Cave-cave rappel & climbing site- blue flagging


Needles Eye- 200’ rappel site- orange flagging


High Line- cross a 100’ canyon on a rope- white flagging


Directional Rappel-white flagging

1. Each Post/Crew/ Troop will have two adults moving with them from site to site. These adults are responsible to control the participants waiting their turn at the sites. All of these sites are near a bluff. A person falling from one of these bluffs will DIE. 

2. You are responsible to get your kids fed during the day. We do not break for lunch and         supper on Saturday.

3. Do not run on the trails between the sites. They are very rough and the water crossings are slick. Cross the Buffalo River where marked. You may have to remove your shoes and wade the river (less than knee deep). DO NOT cross on the stones they are SLICK & DANGEROUS.

4. There are trained Search & Rescue/ Medical personnel in camp, if you have a situation contact the WOR Staff for assistance. 

5. When you arrive to check-in at Camp Orr you must have a Class 1 Medical and a Parental Consent form for each participant. Included in this package are those forms. Please make copies for each member of your unit.

6. At the O.A. Hogan will be a dispatcher. The dispatcher will be in radio contact with each activity site. The Unit Leaders may stop by the Hogan and find out at what activity site the line is shortest. Or the Unit Leader may contact the dispatcher by radio (Family Service Radio channel 1) and receive the information.
